November 4, 2010 Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting

The next regularly scheduled meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission will begin at 7:00 p.m., Thursday, November 4, 2010, in the City Hall Chambers.

The meeting will include two work session items which follow: 

1. Public Hearing: Recommendation: Petition No. 2010-03 (SPR) 1776 Independence Lane - The City of Maitland, as applicant, requests approval of a site plan to construct a new Maitland City Hall. Three schemes of elevation possibilities are presented for consideration with roof heights shown at the eave level and varying from 44 feet in height to 50 feet. Heights to the roof ridge, tower cupola, and tower finial also vary between elevation schemes/scenarios.  

The proposed building elevations all exceed the height for the Packwood District. However, height exceptions may be granted through a Board Review process as specified in the DMRP. The site plan review process is consistent with the Board Review process to allow consideration of the increased height.
Total parking provided is 100 parking spaces. This total provides compliance with the 99 required spaces.  
October 14, 2010 - The DRC recommended approval of the application, subject to conditions listed in the DRC Recommendation Report which is attached for your reference.
Items contained in your packet include: Application materials and site plan package for New City Hall with alternate elevations titled, Scheme 2 and 
Scheme 3.
On November 4, 2010 after receiving public comment, the Commission shall provide a recommendation to approve the site plan, consistent with the DRC recommendation report, or with additional modifications, or the Commission may recommend denial of the site plan review application.
2. Discussion: Ravaudage – The applicant is SYDGAN Corporation, P.O. Box 350, Winter Park, Florida 32790-0350. At this time, the Planning and Zonning Commission will be discussing the proposed development in Orange County. No part of the project is currently within Maitland. However, Community Development Staff is working closely with Orange County and Winter Park Staff to monitor the project and to  provide planning input. 
September 8, 2010 - Orange County DRC meeting occurred with many items to clarify/address.
October 19, 2010 – BCC Public Hearing adoption date for CDP Amendment for Ravaudage/Bellows. Orange County suggested City representative(s) be present to place comments on the record such as transportation concerns and noting that we will be providing additional review/comment at the PD zoning stage of the process. The CDP Amendment could become effective in December of this year.
Orange County will send an invitation to the City of Maitland regarding a community meeting to be held to discuss the project. No date or time was known at the time of the meeting.

The next Orange County DRC meeting will most likely occur in January of 2011. The date may change and we will be advised of the change. When the Orange County DRC meeting takes place, the City of Maitland may make their comments on the record at that time regarding important planning issues such as height, density, etc. This is the most appropriate opportunity for the City to offer specific comments related to the PD application.  However, whether or not the PD will move ahead through Orange County’s review process hinges on whether DCA determines that the project is a DRI or not.

Items contained in your packet include: Land Use Plan for Ravaudage.
